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Introduction

The Maritime Safety Committee, at its seventy-fourth session recalled that MSC 73, in adopting amendments to the 1974 SOLAS Convention, revising chapter V, had also adopted regulation V/7.3, which requires all passenger ships to which SOLAS chapter I applies to have on board a plan for co-operation with appropriate Search and Rescue Services in event of an emergency. Subsequently The Committee at its seventy-seventh session approved MSC/Circ.1079 on guidelines for preparing plans for co-operation between Search and Rescue Services and passenger ships (in accordance with SOLAS regulation V/7.3), combining and revoking MSC/Circs.1000 and 1041. Furthermore, the Committee, at its ninety-eighth session (7 to 16 June 2017), having considered the recommendations made by the Sub-Committee on Navigation, Communications and Search and Rescue at its fourth session (8 to 10 March 2017), approved the revised Guidelines (MSC.1/Circ.1079/Rev.1) for preparing plans for cooperation between search and rescue services and passenger ships (in accordance with SOLAS regulation V/7.3), revoking MSC/Circ.1079.

The text of regulation SOLAS V/7.3 is as follows:

“Passenger ships to which chapter I applies, shall have on board a plan for co-operation with appropriate search and rescue services in event of an emergency. The plan shall be developed in co-operation between the ship, the company, as defined in regulation IX/1 and the search and rescue services. The plan shall include provisions for periodic exercises to be undertaken to test its effectiveness. The plan shall be developed based on the guidelines developed by the Organization”

Description of a plan for co-operation

A plan for co-operation will consist of six parts and the information given therein can be divided in to the following areas: Company information, Ships information, SAR (Search and Rescue) information, SAR facilities, Media relations and Periodic exercises.

SAR Mission Co-ordination (SMC)

Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure is the authority responsible for the SAR activities in Turkey. The said organization is named as The Main Search and Rescue Coordination Center (MSRCC). MSRCC is responsible for coordinating the SAR activities on the land and in the sea, arranging SAR policies; make an agreement between neighboring state to establish SRR and carrying out international SAR activities.

Turkish Coast Guard Command in Ankara is responsible for carrying out the SAR Activities in the maritime areas. This command acts as the Maritime Search and Rescue Coordination Center (MRCC). The said agency performs SAR Activities through the Black Sea, Marmara, Aegean and Mediterranean area commands (RCCs) with the surface and Air units under its command and also with the units to the agencies (Turkish Armed Forces, Coastal Safety and Salvage Administration and others) functioning under its coordination.

Ministry of National Defence Turkish Air Force provides the Air Rescue Coordination Center (ARCC)  function. 

.3       On Scene Co-ordination (OSC)

On scene Co-ordinators are specially trained officers, as Coast Guard Boat Commanders, pilots and Captains designated to co-ordinate SAR operations. MSRCC will always use an OSC when passenger and merchant ships are involved. On scene Co-ordinators are available on a 24-hour basis.  In large operations involving many resources, an On Scene Coordinator (OSC) for the incident is appointed by the SMC.

Within the Turkish Search and Rescue Region GMDSS is established along the Turkish coast. The Turkish SAR service uses the same VHF/MF/HF equipment as the Coast Radio Stations in SRR. The working channels on VHF are also used by the SAR-service when needed.

· Shore-ship-shore communication is achieved by Coast Radio Stations are called Turk Radio according to GMDSS and DSC (Digital Selective Calling ). Sea areas, A1:Ch 70,  A2:2187.5 kHz, A3/A4: 4,6,8,12&16 MHz. Turk Radio includes 1 HF station, 9 MF station and DSC equipped 19 VHF station. The existing 19 HF shore stations are remote controlled from 4 centres cites located in Samsun, Istanbul, Izmir and Antalya.

-  MF stations serve as GMDSS R/T continuous base (24 hours) on frequencies of 2182 and 2670 kHz, also as a WT(MF) TAH  500 and 513 kHz , with arrange of 250/300 nm. and 400/500 nm. respectively. 

· VHF stations continuously serve at channel 16. (156.8 MHz.) and other channels 01,02,03,05,07,23,24,25,26,28,67,81,82,84. Antenna sites are located at Akçakoca, Akdağ, Çamlıca, Kayalıdağ, Keltepe, Mahyadağı, Şarköy.

-  In addition to above, Turk radio serves on HF on continuous base ( various frequencies for full details see ALRS Volume 5) both for voice and RT with a range of 4-5000 nm. and 5-6000 nm. respectively.

Communications plan

During the ALERT-phase radio communication shall be established and maintained on VHF channel 16 or MF 2182 kHz by the vessel/person in distress, the MRCC and the OSC, if the MRCC do not decide otherwise.

   Communication by OSC and Rescue Units will normally be carried out on a VHF simplex channel.

.5
Search planning
MSRCC provides SMC. SMC/MRCC will provide OSC and SAR units (vessels, helicopters, aircrafts) with search area and search patterns. SAR units Coast Radio Stations and other vessels shall provide the MRCC with all information from the scene regarding weather, sea current, visibility, sea state, water temp and other pertinent information.

.6
Medical advice/assistance
Medical advices, world-wide, is handled by  Turkish Health Center (Tel:+90 4448353, Email:telesaglik@saglik.gov.tr) either through direct contact or via Coast Radio Stations. Assistance/evacuation can be requested from MSRCC/MRCC, after doctor’s advice. Helicopters or surface units depending on circumstances will carry out the transport. A medical team or doctor will normally be included.

.7
Firefighting, chemical hazards
For life saving purpose, fire fighting assistance can be requested from MSRCC / MRCC via Coast Radio Stations (TURK RADIO).  Coastal Safety and Salvage Administration has special trained fire fighting teams and boats/vessels are based at along the Turkish coast. Fire fighting teams will be transported to the scene by helicopter or surface units depending of the situation. For a successful operation, early information about a fire and a request for fire fighting teams must be given to the MSRCC or MRCC as soon as possible.

Shore reception arrangements
In case of evacuation the MRCC will alert the shore based rescue organisation for reception. The shore reception organisation will take care of registration, prorating, medical care, accommodation and transportation.

.9
Informing next-of-kin
The MSRCC is responsible for informing.

.10
Suspension / termination of SAR action
The decision to terminate a SAR action rests with the SMC, when there is no longer any reasonable hope of rescuing survivors.

A SAR action may also be temporarily suspended by the SMC, for example when: bad weather will place rescue staff at undue risk or under darkness when no night detection aids are available.

Media relations.
The Public are entitled to have correct information about SAR operations and other activities within the responsibilities of SMC / MRCC. For this purpose SMC have a well developed network of media contacts and will issue press statements and press-releases containing relevant SAR information regarding rescue operations. 

PART VI: PERIODIC  EXERCISES

6.  Plans for exercises. 

Plans for exercise shall be developed in co-operation between MSRCC and company with the maritime traffic area concerned. The MSRCC and the company shall as far as possible be assimilated with other types of exercises.

The company in co-operation shall also plan exercises with the SAR services along the ships route.
